MUSTERING IN OF THE CANDIDATES
On the day of examination when the candidate arrives at
the centre:

(a) Candidate will arrive at least 60 minutes before the
commencement of the examination.

(b) No candidate will be allowed if he/she is late by more
than 30 minutes from the time of start of examination.
i.e. if the exam starts at 9:00am, a candidate who
arrives late by and up to 9.30 am will only be allowed
entry.

(c) Candidate reports to center, shows his admit card and
proof of identity (copy of 10th standard certificate or
school id card, etc.). The admit card will have the
application number, name, photo of the candidate,
center name, date and time of the test.

(d) ENAT staff on duty verifies the candidate’s identity,
verifies his name in the list of candidates and directs
him to Registration Desk.

� Candidates not presenting the Identification proof will
not be permitted to take the test.  However, if otherwise
satisfied by his identity he will be asked to fill up the
exception form available at the registration desk giving
the reason for not producing the same, which shall
be subject to accepted by Controller of Examinations.

� On identity, a System Number / Computer is allotted
randomly and a rough sheet pad is given to the
candidate with instructions. Kindly write your
application number on TOP of the Rough Sheet.

� The candidate is guided towards the testing area 10
minutes before the test.

CANDIDATE HANDLING PROCESS (TESTING
AREA)
Candidate enters the Computer lab with the jotting pad :

1. Proctor at the centre guides the candidate to the
allotted computer.

2. The computer will be showing an ENAT welcome
screen.

3. Candidate to fill in the particulars like Application No,
Name, Date and Time on the cover    page of the
jotting pad in the given spaces and sign.

4. The candidate waits till the computer asks him to enter
the password.

5. ENAT Supervisor initiates the ‘Start of Test’, which
refreshes the screens and enables candidates to login.

6. The ENAT Supervisor will hand signal and verbally
announces the commencement of the exam.

7. Candidate selects their hall ticket number to login.

8. Takes the Test, and in case of any doubt with regard
to the test raises hand to draw the attention of proctor
for help.

9. After the initial instructions and confirmation screens,
the candidate starts answering the questions and the
timer starts.

10. The individual cannot take any break before
completion of the test. During the test, no eatables,
water etc., shall be served to the candidates.

11. On completion of the test, the individual’s score will
appear on the screen, and the individual notes down
the same on the jotting pad and signs in the space
provided. The same is authenticated by the proctor
with a signature in the space provided.

12. Proctor collects the jotting pad from the individual
immediately after completion of the test and deposits
in safe custody.

13. Proctor to ensure that jotting pads are collected from
the individuals without fail on completion of the test
and also to ensure that it has been filled and duly
signed. Proctors will be held responsible for any
discrepancy in this regard.

14. Proctor is instructed to mark on attendance sheet the
IP address/ seat number allotted to each candidate
while taking the attendance in the test lab. the
photograph/ seat number shall be matched twice by
the Proctors, once in each hour of the test, to ensure
that all the candidates are seated on allotted systems
at all times.

15. The supervisor shall himself match the seat number/
photo of candidate and the person sitting on that seat
ATLEAST once during the test period.

16. A print-out of the candidate score card is taken from
TTRS at the end of the test. The printer will be in the
control room or registration area.

17. The candidate compares the score on the screen with
the score mentioned in the score card, validates it,
signs the score sheet and RETURNS it to the proctor.

While booking your test schedule, please ensure that you
have the following with you:

a) A photocopy of your submitted application form

b) Identity password (ENAT booking password on
Scratch card/System generated)

A slot once booked cannot be changed. Requests for
change of test centre, Date or slot will not be entertained
under any circumstances.

In case of non-availability of slots in a centre of choice,
the candidate may choose to book a slot in an alternate
centre.

Also, if for any reason, including poor response of
candidates for appearing at a particular centre, a test centre
has to be cancelled, the candidates who have opted for
that centre will be allotted another centre. EPSI will inform
such candidates individually.

The ENAT booking system is available only to those eligible
candidates who have submitted the application forms
complete in all respects on or before the last date
mentioned for the respective courses.
